“The role of the gender in formation of empathy in personality”

Problem statement in general form.
The importance of studying the gender
differences in the formation of empathy in
the individual due to the modern social
situation, which is characterized by a change
in gender stereotypes and sex-role
relationships in society. Also, the study of
empathy takes on the relevance of modern
trends in the psychology of society, which is
becoming more rational and pragmatic.

Empathy is the regulator of the
relationship between people and manifests
itself in the quest to help and empathize with
other people. It leads to the development of
humanistic values and helps personal
growth. Thus, the need to study issues
related to the formation of empathy in the
individual, depending on gender, is due to

the wide possibilities of using the results of
research in various fields of activity.
Analysis of recent research and
publications. Empathy as a psychological
phenomenon was fundamentally studied by
foreign scientists, but in the domestic
research this topic was not disclosed in full.
The term "empathy" (from the
German - penetration) was introduced by the
American psychologist E. B. The tithe at the
beginning of the 20th century. One of the
first definitions of "empathy" was given by
Sigmund  Freud, who said that in
psychological work with a client, he tries to
understand him by comparing the "I" of a
client with my own self.

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of a modern understanding of empathy was
made by the founder of humanistic
psychology K. Rogers, who saw in empathy a
way of coexistence with other people and the
ability to sensitize and empathize with
others. According to C. Rogers, empathy
means living short life of the second person
without judgment and conviction.

T. Lipps developed a psychological
theory of sensation, which also became the
starting point for the recognition of empathy
as the subject of scientific discussion.

In contemporary science, empathy is
considered by a majority of scholars
(M. Hoffman, Y. L.  Kolominsky,
N. N. Obozov, L. P. Strelkova, T. P. Gavrilova,
AK Bohart, etc.) as a systemic phenomenon,
which consists of three elements - cognitive,
behavioral and emotional.

V.V. Boyko spoke about empathy as a
special reflection of the partners in the
interaction, based on intuition, rational
perceived and emotional sensitivity.

Selection of previously unsettled parts
of the general problem, which is devoted to
this article. Despite the fundamental research
of the phenomenon of empathy in science, the
psychological factors of its development are
not sufficiently disclosed. In this paper, we
consider such a factor in the development of
empathy as a gender affiliation.

Formulation the goals of the article
(statement of the task). Identify, analyze and
systematize the gender characteristics of
empathy depending on the object, channels of
empathy, existing  settings, penetrating
empathy and empathy identification. Establish
connections and patterns between channels
and objects of empathy.

Presentation of the main research
material with full justification of the received
scientific results.

Summarizing the opinion of most
scholars, one can conclude that empathy is an
understanding of the status of the second
person without changing his condition,
empathy and compassion, as well as providing
support and assistance to a person.

An empirical study was conducted to
establish patterns and relationships between
gender and empathy. 60 women and men aged
18 to 22 participated in this study, among them
30 women and 30 men. The study of the
indicators of empathy is made using the
following psychodiagnostic methods: "Method
of diagnosing the level of empathic abilities"”
VV Boyko and "Express-diagnostics of
empathy" I.M. Yusupova Methodology V.V.
Boyko helps to identify the general level of
empathy, as well as empathy channels:
rational empathy channel, emotional empathy
channel, empathy intuitive canal, facilities that
promote or prevent empathy, penetrating
empathy, empathy identification. Express-
diagnostics .M. Yusupova, besides the general
level of empathy, helps to identify the level of
empathy for objects: parents, animals, the
elderly, children, heroes of works of art and
strangers.

During the study, an analysis of this
indicator of mental health as a general level of
empathy was conducted, and it was found that
70% of men surveyed and only 60% of women
surveyed have a very high level of empathy.
37% of women and 30% of men are at high
levels. In general, it can be concluded that the
overall level of empathy in men is slightly
higher than in women. Also, penetrating
empathy is higher in men, which suggests that
men are more capable of creating an
atmosphere of openness, trust, and sincerity.
Men's behavior and attitude towards partners
contribute to the verbal-emotional exchange a
little more than women.

Identification in empathy is slightly
higher in women. Installations that help or
hinder empathy are more common to men than
women. These settings affect all other empathy
channels. If a person avoids contacts and ties
with other people, and does not try to show
interest in the experiences of other people, the
effectiveness of empathy is reduced, and vice
versa.

The level of empathy of men and
women to various types of empathy was also
studied. The results showed that in general
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empathy is greatest for both women and men
(90% for women and 87% for men), and the
lowest for animals (57% for women, 80% for
men). It can also be concluded that women are
prone to empathy for heroes of works of art
(97%) and older people (93%) and strangers
(93%), and men - to strangers (87%).

You can establish the relationship
between the results obtained, the empathy
channels and the objects of empathy. We
obtained the results in the form of the
following tables.

Women have identified a relationship
between empathy with their parents and the
emotional empathy channel, as well as settings
that promote empathy. And also the connection
between identification and penetrating
empathy and empathy to strangers.

Men also have interactions between
settings that promote empathy and penetrating
empathy and empathy for parents. There is
also a link between the intuitive channel and
the empathy of the elderly.

Conclusions from this study and
prospects for further exploration in this
direction. On the basis of theoretical analysis
of theoretical sources and practical research,
the relationship between gender and
empathy was found.

In men, the overall level of empathy
is slightly higher than that of women. Also,
men have developed a rational channel of
empathy, and women are intuitive and
emotional. Men can create a more trusting
atmosphere and position themselves better
than women, but women are better placed to
place the object of empathy, their emotions
are more mobile and easy.

Men show the greatest empathy to
parents and strangers, women to heroes of
artistic works, strangers, parents and the
elderly. Also, women and men have facilities
that promote empathy to parents and backed
up by an emotional channel. The lowest
levels in men and women are the level of
empathy for animals.
