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TRAINING TECHNOLOGIES AS A MEANS OF EMOTIONAL
INTELLIGENCE DEVELOPMENT

Abstract: the concept of emotional intelligence as the ability to accurately perceive,
evaluate and express emotions is highlighted in the publication. Particular attention is paid to
the analysis of training as a form of active learning, which aims to build leadership potential
in future HITE specialists. The basic principles and methods of training are highlighted in the
article. Special attention is paid to training technology for the development of emotional
intelligence. The need to develop training for the development of emotional intelligence in
students of technical universities is proved in the article during the statement stage of the
pedagogical experiment. The article reveals the peculiarities of the application of training
technologies during the formative experiment in the experimental group. The effectiveness of
training technologies in HITE for the development of emotional intelligence, that is the main
component of leadership potential, is proved in the article.

Problem setting. Global changes Recent research and publications
taking place in society require significant analysis. The analysis of research of
changes in the education system, revision of  philosophical, psychological, pedagogical

the principles of its organization, forms and
methods of educational process, including the
development and implementation of modern
educational learning technologies. Today, the
popularity of the training technologies usage is
growing among the innovations in modern
higher education institutions (HEI). The
connection of this topic is related to important
scientific and practical tasks on leadership

issues, developed within the scientific
economic contract topics “Formation of
leadership position in engineers”

literature allows us to identify various aspects
of the problem: the need to study emotional
intelligence and the relationship of mental and
affective in the structure of mental activity
described by M. Zhuravlyova; the role of
emotional intelligence in human relationships
(George G.); the importance of multiple
intelligences, considering interpersonal intelli-
gence separately (G. Gardner); development
of the concept of emotional intelligence
(D.Caruso, P. Salovey and J. Mayer);
experimental use of training technologies for
the purpose of professional training and
professional self-improvement is described in
the works of L. Kozlova, G. Koshonko,
L. Mitina, V. Pavlovsky, T. Tsyuman.

Paper objective. The aim of the article
is to study the introduction of training
technologies for the development of emotional
intelligence in the educational process of
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technical university. The objectives of the study
are: to reveal the essence of emotional
intelligence and training technologies, their
role in the educational process of HEI;
results of pedagogical experiment on the
development of emotional intelligence in the
conditions of THEI.

Paper main body. The concept of
“training technology” is considered in the
pedagogical field as the knowledge
acquisition, formation and development of
skills, abilities, important qualities, values,
competencies and more. The use of training
technologies involves students in the learning
process, enhances interpersonal commu-
nication, which provides effective exchange of
information  during creative  discussion,
promotes the development of students’
leadership potential, the main component of
which is emotional intelligence. Therefore, it is
important to use training technologies to
develop emotional intelligence.

The pedagogical experiment was
attended by 50 students of the National
Technical University “Kharkiv Polytechnic
Institute ”, year 6, groups: E — 120, 220,
320; H, 120, 220, 320; KN-120; MIT-220.
The study was conducted in the autumn
semester of 2021/2022.

The pedagogical experiment consisted
of 3 stages: confirmatory, formative and
control. At the first, confirmatory stage of the
experiment, we determined the existing level of
emotional intelligence in all 50 applicants of
the Technical University. At the second,
formative stage of the experiment, we worked
on the development of emotional intelligence
in students (EG) with the help of our training,
and in (CG) classes were conducted without
the use of training technologies. At the final
control stage, we tested the effectiveness of our
training on the development of emotional
intelligence in (EG) and testing of emotional
intelligence in (CG).

The results of our confirmatory
experiment proved the need for the
introduction of training technologies for the
development of emotional intelligence in
students of technical universities. The purpose

of the formative stage of the experiment is to
develop and implement trainings on the
development of emotional intelligence in the
conditions of technical university. The sample
consisted of 25 students (EG) and 25 students
(CG) of the National Technical University
“Kharkiv Polytechnic Institute”, year 6. In
(EG) the development of emotional
intelligence  took place through the
introduction of training technologies. In (CG)
classes were conducted without the use of
training technologies.

After the trainings to determine the
effectiveness of training work, a control phase
of the study was conducted, the results of
which indicated the effectiveness of the
introduction of (EG) training technologies for
the development of emotional intelligence.

Conclusions  of the research.
Emotional intelligence is the ability to
accurately perceive, evaluate and express
emotions, the ability to understand emotions
and emotional knowledge, and the ability to

generate emotions for emotional and
intellectual growth.
We identified training technology

which is a set of different techniques, methods
and tools aimed at developing a person's
certain skills and abilities as the main means
of emotional intelligence development.

The results of the confirmatory stage
of the experiment showed an insufficient level
of emotional intelligence in students, therefore
the need to develop and implement the training
of emotional intelligence in students of a
technical university has arisen. At the
formative stage, over a month we developed
and implemented in (EG) training technologies
for the development of emotional intelligence.
After  conducting classes the control
experiment showed the following: in (CG), the
average data has changed in a minimum
manner: a high level of emotional intelligence
left unchanged, the average and low levels
have undergone minor changes; In (EG) after
the formative stage of the experiment, there are
following results: a high level of development
of emotional intelligence increased by 32%,
the average level increased by 8%, low levels
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decreased by 40%.

Implemented training technologies
for the development of emotional intelligence
revealed their effectiveness, indicating their
implementation in the educational process of
technical universities.
