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WAYS OF FORMING THE FUTURE SPECIALIST'S PROFESSIONAL IMAGE IN
THE SPHERE OF EDUCATION AND PEDAGOGICAL SCIENCES IN HIGHER
EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS: COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF DOMESTIC AND
FOREIGN EXPERIENCE

Abstract: the paper is devoted to finding out ways of forming the professional image
of a future specialist in educational and pedagogical sciences in higher education institutions;
on the basis of conducted research of domestic and foreign scientists, the essence of the
concepts “image”, “social image”, “professional image”, “professional image of a future
specialist in educational and pedagogical sciences”, “professional image of a teacher” was
developed; the results of comparative analysis of research carried out by foreign and domestic
scientists are presented, and the conclusions are drawn regarding the identity of the
understanding of “professional image of a teacher” concept by domestic and foreign future
teachers-pedagogues, as well as the influence of a teacher’s image on the further choice of
profession, their motivation to achieve success in education and future professional activity,
for the best personal traits' formation, the personal trajectory of the educational route during
life; it has been proven that a teacher's pedagogical skill is an important component of his/her
professional image.

Problem setting. One of the Clark [23], J. Collins [24], S. Selinger [24],

operational goal of strategic goal 3 is the
continuous improvement of the education
quality in accordance with the standards and
recommendations for quality assurance in
the European Higher Education Area [18].
Improving the higher education quality
largely depends on teachers, whose
professional image affirms humanistic
values, contributes to the creation of
conditions for the innovations development,
and the effective introduction of new
knowledge and technologies into the
educational process.

Recent research and publications
analysis. The image of a modern university
teacher is the subject of research of domestic
and foreign scientists. Among the works of
foreign scientists, the studies of Teresita
[39], Badley [21], Heijden [28], Geldens
[28], J. Beijaard [28], Calderhead [22],

Pratt [24]; Lai-Yeung [34], Seymen [37];
Shei [38] etc. deserve attention. Among
domestic scientists there are works by
I. Volynets [4], H. Yevtushenko [9],
M. Navrotskaya [14], H. Kalagurka [10],
O. Khurtenko [19], O. Horovenko [8], etc.

Highlighting the previously
unresolved parts of the general problem.
Disclosure of questions regarding ways of
forming the professional image of a future
specialist in educational and pedagogical
sciences in higher education institutions by
scientists has a fragmentary nature,
therefore the topic chosen by us is relevant
and timely.

Paper objective. Based on the
developed scientific sources of foreign and
domestic researchers, make a comparative
analysis of the ways of forming the
professional image of the future specialist in
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educational and pedagogical sciences in
higher education institutions.

Paper main body. The person’s
image is an image formed in the people
minds, a stereotype, a set of certain qualities
that are associated with an individual
personality. Social image is a means of
perception and knowledge of social reality.
Therefore, it helps to navigate in the social
relations’ world, to adjust the behavior and
interaction of the subjects of social
interaction [17, p. 199]. The professional
image of the future teacher is an integral
characteristic of a true specialist, a tool that
reveals his/her individual properties, develops
and reveals personal and professionally
significant qualities [1, p. 137].

Researchers agree that the teacher’s
image is actually not as easy and simple as it
seems at first look [20; 35; 32; 40)]. In the
process of studying in higher education
institutions, the professional image of a
future specialist in educational and
pedagogical  sciences is  gradually,
consciously and purposefully formed.

Foreign scientists are sure that “the
behavior of students depends on their
perception of the educational institution and
teachers, and ultimately affects their success
in education” [25; 29]. A valid confirmation
of this is the words of H. Yevtushenko that “a
positive pedagogical image is the most
important component of a teacher’s skill,
which determines the desire of students to
study and the effectiveness of this process”
[9, p. 631]. The preparation of a future
specialist in educational and pedagogical
sciences for teaching activities serves as the
basis for realizing the role of a modern
teacher image.

A study conducted by Teresita among
university student teachers in the Philippines
(2017 — 2018 academic year) (subjects were
asked to write a free-style essay on the topic
“What is the image of a teacher?” / “Who is
a teacher?”) [39] and a study conducted by

N. Hrytsak in the spring of 2021 at the
Ternopil National Pedagogical University
named after Volodymyr Hnatyuk (the goal is
to find out the attitude of students towards
future pedagogical activity, to reveal their
understanding of “professional image of a
teacher” concepts) [7] made it possible to
draw the following conclusions:

—at the choice of students their
future profession was influenced by the
positive image of the teacher, his/her
humane attitude towards students;

—the image of a teacher-facilitator
(“provider of knowledge”), who constantly
motivates to master knowledge, to achieve
success in education and future professional
activity, attracts both foreign and domestic
students-future teachers;

—the teacher's pedagogical skill
deserves great respect from the students,
which is an important component of his/her
professional image.

Conclusions of the research. Ways of
forming the professional image of a future
specialist in educational and pedagogical
sciences will be effective if applicants are
directed to:

— achievement of knowledge, in
particular, professional knowledge related to
future professional activity;

— motivation to attain success in
education and successful implementation of
practical skills, in particular, during
pedagogical practice;

—a humane attitude towards those
whom they will teach, fostering in them the
best personal traits, a personal trajectory of
the educational route from primary school to
lifelong education.

We consider the discovery of value
orientations and their influence on further
professional activity to be promising
intelligence regarding the professional
image of the future specialist in educational
and pedagogical sciences.
