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FEATURES OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF NATIONAL
SELF-CONSCIOUSNESS IN STUDENTS

Abstract: the article is devoted to the problem of the development of national self-
awareness in times of large-scale cultural and historical transformations. The concept of
national self-awareness, the idea of it in the works of Western and Ukrainian scientists is
studied. The article determined that the main components of national self-awareness are a
caring and responsible attitude towards the environment, kindness, sincerity, justice, hard
work, patriotism, interest in the history of the native land, interest in the traditions of the
people, its culture, self-improvement, love for the native language, mutual assistance. The
authors presented a questionnaire aimed at determining the importance of various components
of national self-awareness among young people who are getting higher education in different
regions of Ukraine. The results of the study are presented, which indicates that in the structure
of national self-awareness, young people value the love of their native language, interest in
the history of their native land and the traditions of the people, patriotism, justice, mutual
assistance, caring and responsible attitude towards the environment. At the same time, they
underestimate those components that are related to personal qualities, in particular: self-
improvement, hard work, sincerity, kindness.

“Features of the development of national self-consciousness in students”

Problem setting. The topic of national
self-awareness has always been in the center
of attention of historians, cultural scientists,
sociologists and psychologists of Ukraine.
The full-scale invasion that took place in
February 2022 exacerbated the problem and
showed its relevance not only from a
scientific perspective, but also from the point
of view of its impact on the everyday life of
Ukrainians. Millions of people across the
country began to ask themselves questions
about their views, beliefs and beliefs related
to national self-awareness, almost for the
first time. All these perceptions of Ukrainians
about themselves and their transformation
during martial law require research and
study from a psychological point of view.

The study of national self-awareness
from a psychological point of view is an
important task, as it makes it possible to
understand the internal processes that
influence the formation and development of
an individual's identity in the context of his
national affiliation. The scientific study of

national self-awareness includes the analysis
of psychological factors affecting the
perception of oneself as part of a certain
nation, a sense of belonging and
identification with a national group. One of
the key aspects of the study of national self-
awareness is to reveal the processes of
identity formation. Psychological research
shows that identity is formed through the
interaction of an individual with his socio-
cultural  environment.  National  self-
awareness affects how a person understands
himself and defines his place in society. It
includes the perception of national values,
traditions, history and culture, which are
important factors in the formation of identity.
Studies of national identity also provide a
better understanding of group dynamics. The
study of psychological aspects of national
self-awareness helps to reveal the interaction
between members of the nation, the
formation of a common identity and the
establishment of common values.

According to the higher education
development strategy for 2022-2023 [3],
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graduates should possess a developed
intercultural awareness and competence,
which begins with a clear awareness of
oneself as a representative of the Ukrainian
nation and the European community. In this
light, the analysis and awareness by the
acquirers of their beliefs related to national
identity acquire a decisive role and
importance.

Recent research and publications
analysis. In Western science, a tradition of
studying national self-consciousness has
developed through the contrast of ideas
about oneself and about others. In particular,
A. Triandafilidou in the article “National
self-awareness and “others”” examines the
concept of national identity and its
relationship with the perception of the
"other" in society. One of the main ideas
expressed by A. Triandafilidou is that
national self-awareness is a socially
constructed concept that is shaped by various
factors, such as history, culture and politics.
She claims that national self-awareness is
not static or unchanging, but constantly
evolves under the influence of changes in
society. The scientist emphasizes the
importance of understanding the “other” in
the context of the formation of national self-
awareness.

Researchers pay great attention to the
possibilities and ways of manifesting
national identity, particularly in art. Thus,
M. Protas explores the main ideas related to
the visual order of global public art and its
context of national self-identity. One of the
main opinions expressed by the scientist is
that global public art, in particular its visual
order, can influence the formation and
expression of national self-identity. It
examines how visual elements such as
sculptures, murals, monuments, etc. can
contribute to or undermine a society's sense
of national identity. M. Protas also draws
attention to the problem of standardization
and unification of global public art, which
can lead to the loss of the uniqueness and
peculiarities of national cultures. He argues
that this process can cause a loss of self-

identity and lead to stereotyping and an
overall normalized appearance of public art.

Studies aimed at studying the
influence of national self-awareness on
people's behavior in times of crisis for the
country are also interesting. Thus, J. Van
Bavel and colleagues studied how national
identity affects people's willingness to comply
with public health rules during a global pan-
demic. One of the main ideas expressed by
the authors is that people who have a high
level of national identity are more likely to
support public health regulations during a
global pandemic. The authors conducted
research in different countries and
investigated the level of support for public
health rules depending on people's national
identity. They concluded that national
identity is an important factor influencing
people's willingness to uphold public health
regulations during a global pandemic.

Ukrainian researchers largely focus
on the analysis of the structure of national
self-awareness from psychological and ped-
agogical positions. I. Mamchur's research is
devoted to the study of factors affecting the
formation of components of national self-
awareness among students. One of the main
ideas of the research is that socio-
psychological factors, such as identification
with the nation, national pride, perception of
national symbols and national self-esteem,
influence the formation of national self-
awareness among students. Research shows
that these factors can be interconnected and
influence each other. The scientist considers
the importance of social identification with
the nation as one of the key elements in the
formation of national self-awareness.

In the research of K. Drozdova, the
model of formation of readiness of future
music teachers for the development of
students' national self-awareness is studied.
This study, in which the focus is on the
readiness of teachers to form the national
consciousness of students, is typical of
domestic scientific thought. In the article, the
author examines the role of musical art in the
formation of students’ national self-
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awareness. She considers how music
education can contribute to the development
of national identity and self-awareness of
students. A model is proposed that describes
the process of forming the readiness of future
teachers of musical art to educate students’
national  self-awareness.  The article
examines the key components of the model,
such as pedagogical training of future music
teachers, familiarization with national
musical heritage, organization of national
patriotic events, and promotion of student
participation in musical groups. The author
argues the importance of these

Summing up the review of scientific
sources, we should note that the topic of
national self-awareness has been in the field
of attention of foreign and domestic
researchers for many decades. At the same
time, in the foreign scientific tradition,
attention is focused on the concept and
structure of national self-awareness, and in
the domestic one, on the development of
programs for its formation, especially among
school-aged children.

Paper objective consists in clarifying
the ideas of students of higher education
institutions of Ukraine about national
consciousness and their manifestations.

In order to achieve the goal, we put
forward the following tasks:

1. To justify indicators of national
self-awareness.

2. Develop a questionnaire for self-
assessment of indicators of national self-
awareness.

3. To determine the main components
of national self-awareness, which are
considered the most important by
representatives of the student youth of Ukraine.

Paper main body. As indicators of
national self-awareness, we chose those
proposed in the model by I. Mamchur,
reducing their number by combining
components similar in content. These
include: a caring and responsible attitude
towards the environment, kindness, sincerity,
justice, hard work, patriotism, interest in the
history of the native land, interest in the

traditions of the people, its culture, self-
improvement, love for the native language,
mutual assistance. A caring and responsible
attitude towards the environment reflects the
ability of citizens to act responsibly and in a
balanced manner in relation to the natural
environment. This means conservation of
natural resources, energy efficiency, use of
renewable energy sources and reduction of
negative impact on the environment. Kindness
is important for creating a harmonious and
favorable social environment. Showing
kindness  implies a  respectful and
understanding attitude towards other people,
willingness to help and support others in
need. This contributes to the maintenance of
the public good, strengthens the interaction
between people and contributes to the
creation of a positive and prosperous society.
Sincerity is an important element of trust and
mutual understanding in society. When
people communicate honestly and express
their thoughts and feelings, it sets the stage
for effective communication and relationship
development. Justice is the fundamental
principle of proper treatment of other people
and society as a whole. It requires equal and
non-discriminatory treatment of all people,
regardless of their race, gender, nationality,
religion or social status. Diligence reflects
personal qualities associated with high work
capacity, proper employability and the
ability to work effectively. From the point of
view of sociology, hard work is an important
component of social integration and
interaction of people in society. Patriotism
reflects a sense of belonging and attachment
to one's homeland, its culture, values and
history. From the point of view of political
science, patriotism is an important
component of national identity and social
cohesion. Interest in the history of the
homeland and the traditions of the people is
important for the preservation of cultural
heritage, the development of national
consciousness and the formation of collective
memory. Self-improvement reflects a person's
desire and ability for continuous personal
development, acquisition of new knowledge,
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abilities and skills. From the point of view of
psychology, self-improvement is an important
factor in self-realization and the achievement
of personal happiness. Love for one's native
language reflects respect and attachment to
the linguistic heritage of one's people.
Language is a key aspect of cultural identity
and contributes to the preservation of cultural
values, traditions and history of a people.
Mutual aid reflects mutual support, assistance
and cooperation between people within a
national community. From the point of view of
sociology, mutual assistance is an important
component of social capital and contributes to
the creation of strong social ties.

128 higher education students from
Kharkiv, Kyiv and Lviv were invited to conduct
the research, including 70 women and 58 men.
During the survey, respondents were asked to
rate each of the components of national self-
awareness on a 10-point scale, answering 2
questions: “Rate on a 10-point scale the
importance of each of the components in the
structure of national self-awareness”, “Rate
on a 10-point scale the level of development of
the component in you personally.” Based on
the results of the study, a comparative chart
with average scores was created

It was determined that in the structure
of national self-awareness, young people
underestimate those components that are
related to personal qualities, in particular:
self-improvement, hard work, sincerity,
kindness. In their minds, this concept is
rather associated with interest and love for
language, history and culture. Respondents
also rated mutual aid highly, which is related

to the awareness of the importance of mutual
support of citizens during the war for the
preservation of the state and its culture.

Conclusions of the research. In the
course of the work, the latest studies devoted to
the problems of national self-awareness and its
development were analyzed. It was determined
that the main components of national self-
awareness are a caring and responsible atti-
tude towards the environment, kindness, sin-
cerity, justice, hard work, patriotism, interest
in the history of the native land, interest in the
traditions of the people, its culture, self-im-
provement, love for the native language, mu-
tual assistance. A questionnaire was developed
aimed at determining the significance of vari-
ous components of national self-awareness
among young people obtaining higher educa-
tion in different regions of Ukraine. It was de-
termined that in the structure of national self-
awareness, young people value the love of their
native language, interest in the history of their
native land and the traditions of the people,
patriotism, justice, mutual assistance, caring
and responsible attitude towards the environ-
ment. At the same time, they underestimate
those components that are related to personal
qualities, in particular: self-improvement, hard
work, sincerity, kindness. In the context of the
obtained results, the most important direction
of further research is the development and im-
plementation of educational activities aimed at
the development of diverse ideas about na-
tional self-awareness and its connection with
the personal manifestations of a citizen in edu-
cational work with students.
