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PSYCHOLOGICAL CORRELATIONS OF RELIGIOUS ACTIVITY OF BELIEVERS

Abstract: the article is devoted to the study of indicators of religious activity and the
use of prayer as coping, existential resources, religious self-regulation, personal virtues. 98
people of different faiths took part in the study. It was found that the higher the manifestation
of religious activity as a combination of the ability to religious experiences, actions and a
deep inner need to communicate with Theos, the greater the autonomous religious self-
regulation and psychological need to use prayer to ensure various coping functions. It is
shown that religious activity is positively related to such personal virtues as constancy,
integrity, kindness, mercy, humility, prudence and spirituality, however, external religious
motivation is related to creativity, love of learning, cheerfulness, love, social intelligence,
hope , gratitude and humor, that is, having an adaptive potential for the challenges of the
modern life of a believer. In addition, higher indicators of external religiosity predict a higher
degree of development of the existential resources of the individual. It was determined that
the naturalistic worldview corresponds to a higher degree of development of the moral
component of spiritual intelligence, whereas the religious worldview is to a greater extent
mutually determined by high indicators of the transcendental component of spiritual

intelligence in believers.

An extended abstract of the paper on the subject of:
“Psychological correlations of religious activity of believers”

Problem setting. Religion, apart from
social, economic and political reasons, also
has deep psychological roots. In this regard,
religiosity as an integral phenomenon of the
inner and outer world of a person requires a
detailed study to determine the objective
impact on individual characteristics and
personality development. Using the example
of believers, the study of the religious activity
of an individual allows for a more detailed
analysis of the influence of religion on a
person's consciousness and behavior. That is
why the choice of the phenomenon of
religious activity as a subject of research is
expedient and relevant. In addition, the
relevance of the chosen topic is determined
by the crisis situation of modern Ukrainian
society, where a number of problematic
phenomena in the field of religion cause:
1) valuable disorientation and a spiritual
vacuum of consciousness; 2) the phenomenon
of anomie in the youth environment; 3) the
wide distribution of traditional and non-

traditional confessions, which raises the
question of the nature of the influence of
different faiths on a person; 4) the crisis of
the social institution of religion as a
contradiction between established dogma
and the actual religious needs of believers;
5) an individual spiritual crisis that occurs in
the life of every person, the essence of which
is the need to realize and define the
existential foundations of being.

Recent research and publications
analysis. The analysis of the latest research
and publications, which highlighted the
problem of religious activity of believers,
showed that it is a complex multi-component
phenomenon of the psyche, which is
characterized as a measure of the subject’s
implementation of transcendental, theistic -
religious intentions in the surrounding
reality, aimed at realizing a connection
between the subject and Theos and expressed
by faith in the supernatural, as well as in
specific numinous experiences, cult actions,
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deeds and behavior in general (according to
S. Smirnov) [cit. for 3]. In the study of
N. Savelyuk, it is indicated that, in general,
activism is a system of multifaceted personal
manifestations of the functioning of the whole
psyche, and religious activism is an
integrative form of personal activity that
periodically experiences certain sacred, very
often intuitive, irrational emotional processes
and states (affective aspect), recognizes as
certain typical religious ideas and concepts
are true (cognitive aspect), realizes, accepts

and realizes religiously relevant needs,
motives, intentions  (motivational-goal
aspect), and also carries out actions

corresponding to all these internal feelings,
ideas, motives, intentions and external
religious norms and actions (conative
aspect). Based on the specified theoretical
ideas and methodological principles of
religious activity research proposed by the
above authors, we analyzed the connections
between religious activity and other
phenomena of the psyche of believers, which
will be explained below.

Paper objective to determine and
describe the psychological correlates of the
religious activity of believers.

Paper main body. The research was
conducted during February-April 2023
remotely using Google forms. The research
sample consisted of 98 people who, according
to the preliminary questionnaire, are believers
of various denominations. The following
methods were used in the presented research:
Personal questionnaire “Methodology for
measuring religious activity” D. Smirnov: The
prayer questionnaire by  A.Lukow,
Questionnaire of the spiritual intelligence of
the personality O. Holovina: Questionnaire of
existential  resources of the individual
(I. Brynza, O. Ryazantseva); Questionnaire of
personal virtues S.Vodyakha.

It was determined that indicators of
religious experiences are negatively related

to external religious regulation and
positively - to identified and internal
regulation.  Therefore, true  religious

experiences are characteristic of those

believers who have an inner need to
communicate with God and identify
themselves with a believer of a certain
denomination, on the other hand, those who
use religion as a certain stereotyped
patterned behavior, ritual and tribute to
traditions show less capacity for religious
experiences. It is quite evident that extrinsic
religious motivation is negatively related to

intrinsic  religious  self-regulation  and
identified religious regulation, whereas
intrinsic religious motivation is directly

related to autonomous religious regulation
as determined by indicators of identified and
intrinsic regulation. The religious worldview
fully corresponds to all the regulators of
religious behavior, on the other hand, the
naturalistic (materialistic, atheistic)
worldview has inverse relations with
religious self-regulation. Religious actions as
specific manifestations of religious behavior
are positively related to indicators of
autonomous religious self-regulation, i.e.
interest in  God, inner need for
communication with God, self-identification
with a believer.

It was found that religious
experiences are positively correlated with
indicators of virtues: humor, humility,
justice, social intelligence, leadership,
kindness, integrity, constancy, and negatively
with indicators of hope. It was determined
that indicators of external religious
motivation are negatively and internal —
positively related to constancy, integrity,
kindness, prudence, charity, spirituality and
vice versa with indicators of love to learn,
cheerfulness, love, gratitude, hope and
humor. Thus, behavioral manifestations of
religious activity are to a greater extent
positively related to the personal virtues of
believers. Therefore, external or internal
religious motivation has its advantages and
disadvantages in the development of personal
virtues. The contribution of religious actions
as a way of behavior in the manifestation of
personal virtues is definitely positive.

External religious motivation against
the background of a natural worldview
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manifests itself in greater existential fullness
of the life of believers, on the other hand,
deep religious convictions and true
religiosity can stand in the way of the
development of existential resources of the
individual, just as their lack can determine the
actualization of internal religious motivation
in believers. Thus, religiosity acts as a means
of personal adaptation and improves the
experience of an existential crisis.

Therefore, under the condition of
manifestation of a natural worldview, the
moral component of spiritual intelligence is
manifested to a greater extent as the ability
for moral self-regulation and virtuous
behavior, which is based on rethinking the
moral values of goodness and mercy.
Internal religious motivation, the capacity
for religious experiences, and the intensity of
religious actions presuppose a higher degree
of transcendental spiritual intelligence,
which is the ability to self-transcendence,
intuition, self-awareness, and self-control,
and the existential component of spiritual
intelligence, as the ability to solve problems
of existential reality and search for the
meaning of life, presupposes a higher
manifestation of religious actions.

Conclusions of the research: as a
result of the correlational analysis, it was
determined that the higher the manifestation
