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Problem setting. The contemporary
social landscape presents complex challenges
that necessitate the preparation of highly

qualified social workers capable of
addressing diverse societal issues. The
educational environment within  higher

education institutions plays a pivotal role in
shaping these professionals. It not only imparts
theoretical knowledge but also cultivates the
necessary professional competencies, ethical
standards, and personal attributes required for
effective practice in the social sector. There is
an urgent need to explore how the educational
environment influences the training of social
workers to enhance their readiness for
professional challenges.

Recent research and publications
analysis. Various scholars have examined the
concept of the educational environment from
multiple perspectives. Researchers such as
Vasilyev, Gladchenkova, Kolyutkin, Novikova,
Lerner, Lyakh, Sokolovsky, and Yasvin [9] have
delved into its conceptual foundations.
Poliakova [5, p. 78-87] characterizes the
educational environment as a complex, open,
dynamic, and integrative system, highlighting
components like the subject, social, spatial-
material, and psychodidactic elements. Bykov
[2, p. 16-123] identifies the target, managerial,
resource, and normative  components,
emphasizing the need for a comprehensive
approach. Kukh [4, p. 73-76] proposes a
three-component  structure  comprising
subject-resource, material-technical, and
ideational-technological components. Despite
extensive research, specific characteristics
and features of the educational environment
in the context of training social workers
require further investigation to address
current gaps in the literature.

Paper objective. This article aims to
analyze the characteristics and features of the
educational environment specific to the training

of social workers. The objectives include
identifying key components that influence the
formation of professional competencies,
examining how these components affect the
development of social work students, and

providing recommendations for  higher
education institutions to optimize their
educational  environments to  improve

professional training outcomes.

Paper main body. Ultimately, the
paper seeks to offer valuable insights and
recommendations  for  educators and
institutions involved in preparing social work
students to become effective professionals. By
thoroughly analyzing the educational
environment's components and their impact,
the study addresses existing challenges and
proposes practical solutions to enhance the
quality of social work education.

The educational environment is a
multifaceted construct that encompasses
various elements essential for effective training:

1. Socio-psychological ~ climate. A
positive climate fosters open communication,
mutual respect, and collaboration between
students and faculty. This environment
encourages the development of empathy —
critical for social work practice — and enhances
interpersonal skills necessary for engaging with
clients from diverse backgrounds.

2. Interactive pedagogical
technologies. Employing interactive methods
such as role-playing, group discussions,
simulations, and project-based learning
actively engages students. These approaches
promote critical thinking, problem-solving
abilities, and the application of theoretical
knowledge to practical scenarios, bridging the
gap between theory and practice [1, p. 79-88].

3. Practical orientation of training.
Integrating practical experiences through
internships, field placements, volunteer
opportunities, and partnerships with social
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service organizations allows students to gain
real-world experience. This exposure is crucial
for developing professional competencies,
understanding client needs, and applying
ethical principles in practice [6, p. 8].

4. Material and technical resources.
Access to modern facilities, technological
tools, and comprehensive information
resources supports effective learning.
Adequate resources enable the
implementation of innovative teaching
methods and facilitate students’ research and
self-directed learning [4, p. 73-76].

5. Ethical and value components. The
educational environment must emphasize the
development of professional ethics, social
responsibility, and personal integrity.
Embedding ethical considerations throughout
the curriculum prepares students to navigate
complex moral dilemmas they may encounter
in practice [5, p. 78-87].

The  research  underscores the
importance of adapting the educational
environment to contemporary challenges such
as globalization, technological advancements,

Incorporating information and communication
technologies enhances learning flexibility and
accessibility [2, p. 16-123]. Moreover,
fostering multicultural competence is essential
in preparing social workers to serve diverse
populations effectively [7, p. 45-56].

Conclusions of the research. The
study concludes that the educational
environment significantly impacts the training
and professional development of social work
students. By focusing on the identified key
characteristics, higher education institutions
can enhance the quality of social work
education. Implementing these strategies will
lead to the development of competent
professionals equipped with the necessary
skills, values, and adaptability to meet the
demands of modern social work practice.
Future research should explore the
development of specific pedagogical models
and interventions that optimize the
educational environment, particularly in light
of ongoing digital transformation and the
need for multicultural competency.
