Problem setting. Modern Ukrainian
society is undergoing economic, political and
social transformations that affect the complex
process of the formation of new generations. To
perform a certain act, a person strives for
responsibility and fear of inconsistency, fear of
making a mistake or taking a wrong step in an
independent life without any mistake. The
influence of external and internal factors on the
process of making life decisions by young people
is relevant and important. The moment of life,
which is an important decision for an individual,
is a situation of guidelines and opportunities.

According to the Strategy for
Reforming Higher Education in Ukraine until
2020, it is necessary to create an environment
favourable to the selection and promotion of
new (young) leaders of the academic
community who are able to add a new
dimension to the management of higher
education. This makes it possible to form a

certain psychological readiness and abilities at
a sufficiently high level, which are necessary
for the future specialist in his/her professional
educational activity [1; 2].

Modern concepts of higher education
development emphasise that education should
not only provide future professionals with in-
depth knowledge, but also contribute to the
development of students' personal position,
form clear guidelines for life, and the ability to
identify true values. The education system
faces the need to find new approaches and
modernise existing ones to the organisation and
content of the educational process. The task of
higher education is to foster a sustainable
interest in one's own life and health. In view of
this, the issue of analysing the values that life
offers us today and the system of value and
normative structures of the younger generation
remains relevant in order to determine which of
them should be focused on the development of
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the system of professional training of students
during their studies.

First-year students are mostly young
men and women aged 17 to 19. This age
corresponds to the adolescent and youthful
stages of the juvenile postnatal period of
human ontogeny. It is characterised by a rapid
pace of physical and sexual development.
These periods of adolescents' lives are one of
the most challenging and responsible in life.
They are considered to be crisis periods, as
there are drastic qualitative changes that affect
all aspects of adolescents' development and
life. Accordingly, there is an urgent task to
develop life values in people of this age during
the educational process in higher education
institutions [3; 4].

This necessitates a more detailed
consideration of the development of life
values in future bachelors' academic activities
in the process of professional training in
higher education institutions.

Recent research and publications
analysis. The problem of studying the
development of life values in students during
their studies was studied by domestic and
foreign scholars such as T. Kochubey [16],
A. Ocheretyanyi [16]. Scientists have
clarified the essence of key concepts related to
life values: “student's life values”, “hierarchy
of student's life wvalues”, ‘student's
sensitivity”, “student's mentality”, “formation
of student's life values”. In particular, they
interpret the student's life values as his/her
main life guidelines that determine the future
professional orientation, determine the
content of his/her educational and cognitive
activity in a higher education institution and
outline the style and scope of social activity
[16, p.194].

The problem of studying life values
was dealt with by the famous psychologist
A. Maslow. He believed that the needs of the
individual comprise five main groups in the
order of hierarchical importance: 1)
physiological needs; 2) needs for safety of life
and activity; 3) social needs; 4) needs for
respect; 5) needs for self-realisation [15; 31].
The researcher defined the first two groups of

needs as primary, and the next three as
secondary. According to A. Maslow, human
needs are hierarchical and form a kind of
pyramid. Primary needs are the base of the
pyramid, and secondary needs complete it
[15; 31].

Scientific works that consider the
influence of life values on the quality of
professional training of students of domestic
higher education institutions can be found in
O. Bezlyudnyi [5], I. Burtseva  [7],
O. Zazymko [12], O. Stoliarchuk [25].
Scientists have identified the main terminal
values of students of higher education
institutions in Ukraine. The researchers have
shown the content of life values of Ukrainian
students, which is outlined in the process of
teaching certain academic disciplines on the
basis of an open innovative educational
environment using interactive tools.

A great contribution to the
development of life values was made by
O. Romanovskyi [21; 22], T.Gura [23],
C. Reznik [20], who in their works show how
personal and leadership qualities develop and
influence human life. Romanovskyi O. argues
that life values do not arise by themselves, but
are the result of a long process of their
formation during the activity and life of an
individual. The acquisition of life values
occurs when a person acquires knowledge,
skills, personal and social experience,
understanding of the essence of phenomena
and factors of reality and his or her place in
society [21].

Scientist D. Tilman emphasises that a
student's life values are the basis for choosing
goals and methods of their activities, and also
help to understand why they live, study,
choose a particular professional activity [35].

Analysis of scientific works by
Ukrainian scientists shows that Ukrainian
science has studied the issue of student life
values in different spectrums. For example,
researcher S. Husakivska considers the value-
sense sphere as a complex, multi-level,
hierarchical structure [9, p. 31]. Kadykova T.,
in her works, explores the dynamics of value
orientations of psychology students. [13]. She

has established the characteristic indicators of
the development and transformation of
students' value orientations while studying in
higher education institutions.

However, the development of life
values is influenced not only by positive
phenomena, but also by negative ones, for
example, various conflict situations, which
N. Pidbutska was engaged in overcoming
[19]. She emphasises that overcoming conflict
situations and responsibility is an integral
quality of a specialist's personality and affects
the quality of all types of professional activity,
it requires targeted development in the process
of teaching professionally oriented disciplines
to higher education students [19, p. 69].

Recently, the number of studies by
Ukrainian and foreign scientists aimed at
studying the content of psychological and
emotional readiness of specialists has been
increasing (O. Asmolov, G. Ball,
M. Dyachenko, L.Zhao [32], T.Zhvania,
L. Kandybovych, S. Maksymenko, V. Moliako
and others).

At the same time, the current state of
professional training reveals an insufficient
level of elaboration of the problem of
developing the life values of future specialists
throughout the entire period of study in higher
education institutions.

The relevance of this problem and its
insufficient development led to the choice of
the topic of our study.

Highlighting previously unsolved
parts of the general problem, to which this
article is devoted. The issues of developing
life values in the structure of future bachelors'
professional competence while studying at
higher  education institutions  remain
unexplored. The above studies highlight only
certain aspects of solving the problem of
developing life values in future bachelors
during the period of study. It is worth noting
that there is no comprehensive study of ways
to improve the training of specialists in
various specialities based on the provisions of
the systemic, competence and personality-
oriented approaches and others.

Paper objective. Definition, justifica-
tion and prerequisites for the development of
future bachelors’ life values during the period of
study in higher education institutions.

Paper main body. The formation of a
personal value system is a rather complex and
lengthy process. The basis of the value system
is made up of value orientations — the most
important elements of the internal structure of
a person based on his or her life experience.
Obviously, the system of personal values is
formed in stages throughout life, starting from
an early age, being consolidated in the family,
school, secondary specialised and higher
educational institutions [10]. The goal
justifies the means, and it happens that in the
pursuit of goals, we forget about the ultimate
goal for which all this was conceived. If all
thoughts and efforts start to focus on the
means, then we lose sight of why we are doing
it all. Goal formulation is often written
unclearly, making it difficult to achieve them.
The personal characteristics of life aspirations
in modern youth function as psychological
stages of human formation and integration.
The personality of a person gives a detailed
view of life goals, interests and identical
concepts of life aspirations. The time frame of
these constructs leads to a framework of
detailed concepts. In psychology, the subject
matter, goals are determined by the category
of person’s life aspirations for which clear
ideas are needed. Human goals are manifested
both on the basis of internal desires and
external environmental requirements.

Actions are used to achieve goals, to
achieve a certain motive, they acquire an
independent meaning and are separated from
the original motivation. The means becomes a
goal in itself, external aspirations can be seen
as conditions that contribute to the
development of personality, they can be self-
valued behaviour for people.

It should be noted that life values are
one of the main psychological characteristics
of a person. They reflect a conscious attitude
to social activity, which is associated with the
motivation of behaviour and the orientation of
the individual. In our opinion, life values are a
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complex psychological phenomenon that
directs and activates the activities of an
individual. They define the general approach
and attitude of an individual to the world and
to himself or herself. Life values set the
content and direction of personal behaviour
and actions, and they are formed in the course
of assimilation of personal and social
experience in the form of various goals, ideals,
interests, etc.

It should be noted that the concept of
“values” as a scientific category was first
studied in the nineteenth century. Since the
1950s, the study of life values by A. Maslow
[15; 31] and G. Alport [27] has been conducted
in the context of needs. Since the 70s of the
twentieth century, life values have been
considered by scientists as the concepts of
“value orientations”, S.Brown [28], and
“personal values” [30]. In particular, G. Alport
[27], studying the nature of values, emphasises
that a person's future is determined by the
formation of his or her personal values. He
proposes six indicators of life orientations:
theoretical, economic, political, aesthetic,
social and religious [29], which correlate with
the vital needs of the individual.

In the second half of the twentieth
century, American researcher K. Rogers [32]
considered life wvalues as “life goals”.
K. Rogers draws attention to the importance
of such a life value as “freedom”. The scientist
emphasises that freedom is internal education,
is the ability to choose any externally
presented alternatives [33].  Providing
freedom to the student during the educational
process, the latter contributes to the
development of natural life resources,
experience, the ability to make their own
choices and find the most optimal solution

when planning and implementing life
activities by the individual [32; 33].
In the 1970s, psychological and

pedagogical practice began to study the
diagnosis of life values of an individual in the
form of the value-sense sphere of human
existence. The most common approach to the
study of life values is the concept of M. Rokic.
In his works, M. Rokic considers the student's

life values as internal value and semantic
beliefs that act as guiding vectors in the
construction of life strategies and the
implementation of life activities [34].

Pedagogical science and practice,
studying the life values of a young person as
an important element of the structure of his or
her personality, focuses the educational
process of a higher education institution on the
formation of his or her internal readiness to
choose a life path, design life strategies, and
carry out certain life activities to meet their
needs and interests based on the accepted life
values. Particular attention is paid to
understanding the meaning of life, identifying
life priorities, choosing a life style, developing
life skills and competences [6; 10].

The formation of a system of life
values in higher education students is based
on such principles as trust, care, safety,
respect for the nature of personal motivation,
cognitive  development,  self-realisation,
creativity. At the same time, four main
gradations are distinguished in the formation
of students' life values: correctness, intensity,
dominance and inclusion.

To acquire these characteristics,
American researcher D. Tillman suggests
following a special algorithm for the
formation of life values of young people:
creating a value atmosphere — cognitive
exploration — actualisation of internal needs
and study of generally accepted values in
society — launching a mechanism of
incentives — development of skills for the
formation of specific life values — self-
reflection on specific life values — creative
expression — communication — integration
of selected values into real life [35].

It is during the future bachelors’
styding in higher education institutions that
the previously acquired life values are further
formed in various areas: professional
development, education, family life, social
life, personal hobbies, social activity. As
noted by M. Bezugla [6] and I. Bekh [7],
student age is a period of purposeful and
systematic formation of life values. However,
this system of values is not yet stable and can
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be transformed under the influence of various
factors. Therefore, it is especially important to
pay attention to the study of changes in
students' life values in the process of their
education in higher education institutions.

Life values and goals are related to the
fundamental system of needs, and a goal is a
form of expression of a life ideal in the
semantic sphere of the individual. An
individual forms his or her life goals on the
basis of self-knowledge and self-assessment
of his or her abilities. Life values cement all
spheres and levels of personality, they are
important for the process of activity and
normal self-awareness of the personality as a
whole. It is also about the significant factors
of an individual, such as the meaning of life.
Kant wrote: “Filling time with activities that
are systematically intensified and have a great
purpose as their result is the only sure way to
be satisfied with life and at the same time not
to feel like an alternative” [24].

One's own life programme is aimed at
implementing a life action, programme, or
vocation. Therefore, the programme is the
basis for understanding the requirements of a
responsible person to himself, but rational
awareness is accompanied by a specific
emotion: “I have to”. A clear definition of the
interval of achievability of goals and
suitability is related to one's life vocation. It is

the conscious vocation that gives expediency,
meaning, and perspective to the life path. The
goal cannot be presented as a simple
implementation of an action; it can prevent the
implementation of life plans by unforeseen
events and illnesses.

In this study, the future bachelors' life
values will be considered as the life
orientations of the individual that form the
future professional orientation, determine the
content of the student's educational and
cognitive activity in a higher education
institution and reflect the style of social
activity during study.

In this study, we will pay attention to
and take as a basis the division of life values by
the American researcher M. Rokich. The
scientist divided life values into two groups:
terminal values (especially significant values for
the effective implementation of one's own life,
based on the individual's beliefs) and
instrumental values (the most optimal, in the
opinion of the individual, ways of behaving and
acting to quickly achieve terminal values) [34].

We agree and also take as a basis the
statements  of  Ukrainian  researchers
S. Palamar and S. Kondratiuk [17], who note
that instrumental values can be conditionally
divided into types of values: volitional,
intellectual, and interpersonal (Fig. 1.1.).

The formation of students’ life values
during their studies at higher education
institutions is a continuous process, as there is

a constant process of structuring, restructuring
of personality, and growth of professional
identity. All this is done due to the way the

student's inner and outer life world changes
while studying at a higher education
institution [14].

It should be emphasised that a student
studying at a higher education institution
almost always focuses on independent
decision-making in a particular life situation
in the process of acquiring a future
professional activity. At the same time, their
professional self-determination is based on an
acceptable model of life values.

Modern students adopt life values from
people in their immediate social environment.
These are family members, classmates, friends,
teachers who enjoy special authority and
respect in the higher education institution, as
well as other people outside the university [11].
During the training period at a higher education
institution, a student develops an individual
character that he or she will have to live with
for the rest of his or her life. In our opinion, this

means that in many ways, the student period of
life is the beginning of a person's life path.

Due to the fact that the life values of
future bachelors are dynamic during their
studies, this enables the individual to quickly
adjust and self-reflect on the life value sphere
throughout the educational process in the HEI
in accordance with new life conditions and
circumstances [12].

During the educational process in a
HEI, a student's life values go through 3 stages:

- at the first stage, based on their own
life experience, they reassess the life values
and ideals that guided them before entering
the university;

- at the second stage, new life values
are acquired;

- at the third stage, there is a diagnosis
and formation of a new system of life values
in practical activity [16, p. 105] (Fig. 1.2).

A higher education institution
influences the formation of life values through
educational programmes and a cycle of
professionally oriented disciplines that make
up the professional training of a specialist.
However, not only the higher education
institution, through the organisation of the
educational process of professional training,
influences the development and formation of
life values, but also the value environment of
the society in which the student lives, also has
an impact on the formation of the student's
personal life experience [17]. The society
defines a social and value paradigm around

the student, which is a set of values of the
society itself, family values, value attitudes of
the higher education institution and other
social values [23]. Therefore, we believe that
future bachelors' own life values are formed
on the basis of life experience, acquired life
knowledge and skills during their studies and
manifested in the process of various types of
life activities.

Thus, based on the study of scientific
works, we believe that the main life values of
future bachelors during their studies are: socio-
political life and social activity, social commu-
nicationns, training and education, professional
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development and work, family life, health and
safety, leisure (entertainment, hobbies)

An empirical study was conducted to
identify the future bachelors’ life values
during the training period. The goal was to
study life values during the training period
among first- and fourth-year students.

In accordance with this goal, we set the
following tasks:

1) To choose methods that reflect the
life values of the respondents from testing and
questionnaires of 150 first-year students and
150 fourth-year students.

2) To statistically process the obtained
results (method of mathematical data
processing: statistical testing of hypotheses
based on the distribution of Student's t-test.

In this study, to determine the life
values of future bachelors during the training
period, we selected methods and conducted an
empirical study. The study was conducted on
the basis of NTU “KPI” first and fourth year
students in the number of 300 respondents.

It should be noted that two methods
are often used in Ukraine to conduct surveys
to determine and study students' life values:
“Morphological Test of Life Values” by
V.Sopiv and L. Karpushina and the
methodology  “Value Orientations” by
M. Rokich (direct ranking of 2 classes of
values: terminal and instrumental) in the
modification of O. Fantalova (“The level of
correlation between “values” and
“accessibility” in different life spheres™) [26].
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In this study, we relied on the methods
of P. Ivanov, E. Kolobov “Determination of
life values of a personality (Must-test)”,
A. Maslow's methods “Diagnostics of the
degree of satisfaction of needs”, methods
“Hierarchy of life values” (G. Rezapkina),
which allowed us to determine the life values
of students during the study period.

Thus, we can conclude that first-year
students have the following life values: the
desire to graduate from university and have a
decent job, interpersonal contacts and family
relationships. This also shows that students
value personal growth, which indicates the
desire to graduate from university, improve
professional competence; to belong to a social
group and the high dependence of the
individual on public opinion and the
environment, and to develop. Also, first-year
students strive for harmonious love
relationships and the values of their own and
future families. Unlike fourth-year students,
first-year students do not yet consider it
important to have a decent job.

Unlike first-year students, fourth-year
students change their life values during their
studies. They strive to find a decent, well-paid
job and find themselves in life. But, like first-
year students, their desire for interpersonal
contacts remains at a high level and even
increases, which may be primarily due to their
professional  training, which involves
expanding interpersonal contacts. The
development of life values in future bachelors
during the study period is shown in Figure 2.1.

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To determine the level of satisfaction
of the respondents' needs, we used the
methodology tand which needs are currently
the most important to you. It is assumed that
they are the least satisfied. Many people have
heard of Maslow's pyramid of needs, and they
have an idea that each higher need, from
physiological and safety to self-actualisation
and self-actualisation, is only met when all the
previous ones are satisfied. But this is not
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always the case — there are exceptions
(Appendix B).
A need is a physiological and

psychological lack of something, and needs
serve as a motive for action.

Thus, we can conclude that fourth-year
students have higher level needs. This
indicates that the lowest levels of needs have
been met during their studies and students can
increase their life values. The results are
illustrated in Figure 2.2.

According to G. Rezapkina's research,
at each stage of a person's life, their life values
change according to their hierarchical
position. Parts of life values will change in
order from higher to lower during the course
of study, depending on what a student has
already  achieved or not achieved.
G. Rezapkina identifies eight main life values:
health, material security, creativity, family,
career, service, fame, and rest, which are
important to each person to varying degrees.
The first and fourth year students of NTU
“KPI” were asked to answer a questionnaire
describing various desires and aspirations of a
person. According to the results of the study
of the development of life values in first and
fourth year students during their studies using
the Hierarchy of Life Values methodology,
we can conclude that during the period of
study, students' life values have changed
significantly. During their studies, fourth-year

students acquire not only the knowledge and
skills necessary for their future professional
activities, but also develop spiritual needs,
such as the ability to put the interests of loved
ones above their own, which indicates the
development of higher life values. This can be
clearly seen in Figure 2.3.

Conclusions of the research. Thus,
the problem of studying the life values of a
personality was represented in the early
twenty-first century in the works of both
American and Ukrainian researchers through
the phenomena of the value-sense sphere, life
goals, personal values, life significance
(personal, social, professional, etc.). Its
diagnostic study is aimed at the psychological
and pedagogical processes that encourage the
emergence, formation, updating of the content
of the system of life values and the formation
of their hierarchy in the life of an individual.

An empirical study among students
majoring in Psychology at NTU “KhPI”
revealed the following:

First, first-year students have the
following life values: the desire to graduate
from university, interpersonal contacts and
family relationships. First-year students also
have high hierarchical levels of material
security and recreation, which indicates the
immaturity of the respondents. Such life
values as creativity and service are not
practically developed by any student, which
indicates an inability to sacrifice their interests
for the sake of others. Service, along with
creativity, is the highest life value that
distinguishes spiritually mature people.

Secondly, unlike first-year students,
fourth-year students change their life values
during the course of their studies. They strive
to find a decent, well-paid job, to find
themselves in life. But, as with first-year
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
